
How do I find out if my medical provider – primary care provider, or 
specialist – is considered In-Network for the Low and High HMO plans 
without logging into my account? 

1.  Log onto the Florida Blue website at www.floridablue.com 

2.  Click on the drop-down arrow to “Find a Doctor” 

3.  Click on “Find a Doctor or Dentist” 

 

4.  Scroll down until you see “Just browsing?  Search our provider networks”.  Under box #1, type in 
the zip code of the address you want the list to be based upon.  It may be your home or work 
address, or if you know it, the zip code of your provider.  When you begin to enter the zip-code, a 
drop-down window will appear showing your zip code and DUVAL, for example “32207-Duval” Click 
on the zip – DUVAL to populate box #1. 

 

5.  Under box #2, click on the drop-down window to select your plan.  The HMO Plan name is 
“BlueCare”.   Click on “BlueCare” 
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6.  Under box #3, you will search for providers.  You may search by In-Network Provider, Facility, or 
Condition, then click on the “Search” box.  If you do not enter anything and simply click on the 
“Search” box, you will be taken to a page with the results for the zip code you entered.  You will have 
the option to set filters to narrow the results of your search.  Or you may select from the provider 
type in the boxes below to narrow the results of your search. 

 

7.  If you select one of the provider type boxes, your next screen ask you what type of provider you 
are looking for, for example, If you select Primary Care, you will be prompted to select what type of 
Primary Care using the drop down window.  Once you have made a selection, click “Continue” to 
receive your list of In-Network Providers. 

 

8. You will receive a list of In-Network Providers based on your “type” selections.  From this list you 
may narrow your choice by utilizing the “Filters” feature. 
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
